1. INSTRUCTIONS FOR SENDING SUMMARIES OF PAPERS
The summary and title should be written in English in a single paragraph, and written in an informative manner, using Times New Roman typeface, 12 pt. type, and should not exceed 25 lines; the final summary should include the name of the author(s) and the institution to which they belong. The paper summary should be sent using the Web Page www.arq.ucv.ve:8080/iitenso/ (you must register as user and then register your abstrad following the web page Instructions)
You will receive an e-mailed notice of receipt and later an e-mail with acceptance (or lack thereof), and a code which you should use when you sent the completed paper, and any other needed correspondence.
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SUMMARY: In this document we describe the format and instructions for the preparation of papers for submission and presentation in the Second Latin American Symposium on Tension Structures, to be held in May, 2005, hosted by the Architecture and City Planning Faculty of the Universidad Central de Venezuela (Central University of Venezuela). The conference participants in the Symposium will be published on a CD-ROM which will be distributed at the event. The papers should be provided in text format, saved in PDF (Portable Document Format) and sent electronically, via the Web page www.arq.ucv.ve:8080/iitenso/ or sent to tensoe@villanueva.arq.ucv.ve (see the web page for the event at www.arq.ucv.ve/idec/simposio/). Papers must be received by January 17, 2005. The organizing committee cannot promise publication for any papers received after this date.

More information of preparing your papers for submission:

Languages: Spanish, English or Portuguese.

Length: Minimum eight pages and maximum ten pages, letter size paper with single line spacing.

Margins: Top, bottom, both sides: 25 mm.
Title: The title should be brief and descriptive, 14pt. Times new Roman, bold, centered, and in all capital letters, followed by the author’s name and full mailing address.

Summary: The summary and title should be written in English, in a single paragraph and in an informative manner. The length should not exceed 25 lines. Finally, the Summary should include at least five key words.

Text: The manuscripts must be presented written with margins of 2.5 cm on all sides, with one line space between paragraphs, on only one side of the paper, letter-sized paper (8½” x 11”, or 21.5 x 28 cm.), using Times New Roman typeface, 12 pt type, single line spacing, justified to both sides. If the authors choose to use descriptive subtitles, organize them in the following way: Introduction, Materials and Methods, Results, Discussion, Acknowledgements and References/Sources.

Titles and Headings: The principle titles should be aligned to the left, in 12 pt type, bold and all in capital letters. There should be spacing of 12 pts before and 6 pts after these main titles. Secondary titles should be aligned to the left, 12 pt type, bold, with only the first letter of the first word capitalized. There should be spacing of 12 pts before and 6 pts after these secondary titles.

Illustrations: Photos and illustrations will be considered as figures, and should be numbered consecutively using Arabic numbers (1, 2, 3...). Each figure should have a short legend/caption, written centered, in 10 pt Roman, in lower case letters.

Tables: These should be numbered consecutively. Each table should have a short title, in 10 pt Roman, with lower case letters, with an explanatory note at the foot, not in the title.

Formulas and Equations: Those articles which contain equations and formulas which use Arabic characters should be generated using Equation Editor, version 2.0 or higher. The Editorial Commission will not consider articles with formulas written by hand or in illegible characters.

Units: Preferably these should all be in the standard metric system.

Abbreviations, Symbols and Terminology: The papers should include within the manuscript a list of the new abbreviations or any kind of specialized terms used within the text, along with their meanings.

Bibliography: References should be limited to published works pertaining to the article and which are cited in the text. An “abstract” (Abst.) with adequate identification can be cited alone when it is the only source available. Authors are responsible for the correctness of their references. References should be ordered alphabetically by author. The section cited should be noted within the text by the author’s last name and year of publication. The style of cited references should be as follows:

Bibliographical references should be included in the text with the author-date system; for example:

(Hernández, E., 1995). 

At the end of the paper there should be complete information on the publications mentioned, organized alphabetically:
